	Greetings and Introductions

	Learning Setting


	Classroom with tables and chairs, world map, blackboard and video monitor located in the basement of a local church.

	Audience


	Adults who do not speak any English from various countries. Most of them are from the community and work at low paying jobs with long hours. Many are unable to attend regularly. The education level varies greatly. Most of them have only a 3rd or 4th grade education from their country but there are also a few that have college degrees. Some are here illegally and the establishment of trust has priority. All the adult learning styles are usually in play.

	Delivery Modality (Online, hybrid, face-to-face, etc.)


	Face to Face with seating arrangement broke down by their ability level trying to put those with a little English with those who know nothing. Tables in circle so everyone can hear and see everyone else. Help from peers is encouraged. Groups and pairs seem to work efficiently. ESL games are designed to reinforce the lesson but also to bring variety to the class. The games are able to accommodate different learning styles.

	Attention Getter


	Personal introductions are limited because of the language barrier. At start of mudule the student will place a pin in the world map to show everyone where they are from and tell their name.
Throughout the instruction ESL games will be used to keep attention.

	Detailed Input of Content 


	Following is the basic dialog for this module that the student will have to perform as learned with proper pronunciation.

Basic dialog:
A. Hello, my name is Nikko
B. I am glad to meet you. My name is Pablo and this is my friend Karina.

A. I am glad to meet you Karina. Where are you from?

C. I am from Russia.
Concentration on pronunciation, word order and voice inflection.

All other content will support the basic dialog.

	Instructional Strategies 


	Lesson time will be broken up into 20 minute segments for videos on greetings, pronunciation practice, and ESL games made up to practice greetings along with country names.
Review of alphabet at the beginning of each class. Changing mode every 20 minutes will keep interest and address different learning styles..  



	Formative Assessment


	Try to determine the knowledge level of English of each student While doing exercises and possible learning styles by asking questions to each student.

	Closure


	Explain to students how they should have confidence and be comfortable meeting and greeting someone in English.
